TWO DAYS TRAINING PROGRAMME ON DISASTER
MANAGEMENT

Two days training programme on Disaster Management, Basic Life Support and First Aid was
jointly organized by the National Service Scheme Unit of St. Vincent College Pune and State
Disaster Management Authority on 20 & 21 October 2022 at St. VVincent College Pune. 45 NSS
Volunteers were participated in the two days training programme on Disaster Management. It
was mainly organized for the benefit of the Volunteers of the National Service Scheme of St.
